
CDEMS Forum Guide

This short guide will lead you through the basic organization of the CDEMS User Discussion Forum and how it works. We'll start with items at the top of the Discussion Board Home Page and work downward.

User ID/Password: Users are not required to register or sign in. The Forum is an open and “public” message board. 

Topics: Click on Topics to return to the Forum Home page from any other page on the board.

Profile: Because users are not registered, the Profile option is unused.

Search: This feature facilitates a search of the board for discussions about any topic you specify. Click on Search and enter keywords to define your search. Using quotation marks around keywords limits the search to a specific combination of words. For example, entering Diabetes Summary Report would find discussions that contain any of those three words. Typing "Diabetes Summary Report" lists only discussions that contain all three of the keywords. Click on 1, 3, or 7 days to specify how far back to search for new discussions on the topic.

Tree View: Think of this as an outline (another view) of current Forum discussion topics. Simply click on a topic in this list to view a specific discussion.

Discussion/Topic Categories: The Forum Home page lists discussion categories in brightly colored bars in table form. Currently there are three broad categories: Electronic Lab Download, CDEMS and DEMS. These categories may contain subtopics to better organize the discussion. For example CDEMS and DEMS have several subtopics: Installation & Setup, Data Issues, Reports, and Other. From this table on the Forum main page, you'll see the number of messages posted on a topic, the date of the last post, and the last person who posted a message. Click on the subtopic for a detailed view of the discussion topics.

Use your browser arrow keys to navigate back or click "CDEMS Forum" to return to the Forum Home page at any time.
There are three ways to participate in the Forum:

1. View Discussions – Click on a topic name to view all discussion threads (messages) relating to the topic. Each topic can have multiple discussions on various sub-topics. Select the specific thread you're interested in to see the original message and all of the responses related to it.

2. Participate in a Discussion – Type a message in the Post area at the bottom of an existing message to add your comments. Enter your name in the user name box. Click Preview/Post Message to preview and edit your message before writing it to the board. Be sure to click "Post" when the message is finalized and ready to post. Attachments cannot be uploaded at this time.
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Create a New Discussion Thread – Click on a topic category that seems appropriate for the question or idea you want to discuss. At the end of the listing of existing messages, click “Start New Thread” to initiate discussion of a new sub-topic. Type your message in the Post area and enter your name in the user name box. Click Preview/Post Message to preview and edit your message before posting it to the board. Be sure to click "Post" when the message is finalized and ready to post. Note: Attachments cannot be uploaded at this time.

Unregistered quest experiencing, and it appears to occur when a patient has

multiple diagnoses that have overlapping labs and services
such as DM-2 and adult preventive heaith or DM-1 and DM-
2 (even if one has an end date). While the progress note
successfully filters out replicated labs and services for
different health conditions and displays them only once, it
seems that the recommendations box on the graphs page is
struggling with this task

For example, if peumo vac recommendations are written
for both DM-2 and adult preventive health, you'll see the
run time error and then the recommendations box
redundantly displays pneumo vac recommendations twice.
If recommendations are present for any lab or service for
adult preventive health, the program becomes confused
with the DM entries -- DM says display a description of
preumo vac; adult preventive health says do not display a
description! What to do?

Now that the cause of the problem is understood, Dusty,
our prorammer, is working on a fix to be released with the
next data entry program version to be released soon. In
the meantime, 1 believe you can continue to function since
you're able to get past the run-time error and al
information is displayed on the graphs page. Thanks for
bringing this issue to our attention.
