A. A1C- Awareness and control of A1C in Diabetics.
1. % Awareness [% with A1C in past 6 months]

2. % Control [% with A1C < 7.0%]

B. Blood Pressure- Treatment and control of Blood Pressure in all patients with Hypertension and all Diabetics with Hypertension.
1. % Control [% of Diabetics w/ BP < 130/80; % of non-Diabetics w/ BP < 140/90]

2. Awareness [% of Hypertensives with 2 BP checks in a year]

3. Treatment [% of Hypertensives who are treated]

4. Treatment [ # of BP medication classes for each patient (i.e., ACE inhibitors, ARB, Beta Blocker, Diuretic, Calcium Channel Blocker, Non DHP-CCB, DHP-CCB, or other BP medications)]

C. Cholesterol-Awareness, treatment and control of LDL in patients with Dyslipidemia and all Diabetics with Dyslipidemia.

1. % Awareness [% with LDL measured in past year]

2. Treatment [ % with statin only and % with statin and other lipid lowerer]

3. % Control [% of Diabetic with LDL < 100, % of non-Diabetic with LDL<130]

D. Tobacco-Assessment, use and cessation intervention. All patients with Diabetes and all Hypertensive.

1. Assessed [% Tobacco use among Diabetics and Hypertensive] 

2. Cessation [% of current users referred to smoking cessation program or prescription for cessation]
