Discussion

Hands-on support provided to Anne Burns in the theory behind and steps in building an import tool to move CVDEMS data from an external source into CDEMS.  Discussion focused on how to build the tool; using Microsoft Access to read Excel tables into the CDEMS data file. This saves considerable amount of time and effort in building the registry, as well as improves accuracy due to no need for hand-entry of the data.
Working from an Excel file from Anne that originated from an Access database, queries were run to get suitable data based on multiple status factors and test results.  The group discussed registries vs. EHR and a way to service both.  Need universal language for easy import from Excel to CDEMS.  Jackie described reformatting Excel columns into rows to match CDEMS tblLabs structure for import.  Mary demonstrated building an import tool as an Access table using append queries to import data into CDEMS tables. 
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
