INSTALLATION GUIDE

Installation Steps

1. Using your Browser, go to the “Download Files” page at www.cdems.com
2. Click on Special Versions – Shared Programs > CDEMS KS-QOC Reports

3. Double-click on rpt2k_KS-QOC_12-17-10.EXE > Save in C:\CDEMS (or the unique location of your CDEMS files)

4. After the file has downloaded, navigate to your CDEMS folder > double-click on rpt2k_KS-QOC_12-17-10.EXE to unzip the file > click Extract Files > Self Extract > Execute > Close

5. From your CDEMS folder, double-click on rpt2k_KS-QOC_12-17-10.mdb file to open the Reports program.  On this first opening, the link to your data file will be made automatically if cdem_dta.mdb resides in this same folder; otherwise, click Browse and navigate to the location of cdem_dta.mdb to make the connection.

Notes

· Access 2007/2010 has been known to strip program modules when installing programs to “trusted locations”.  Another option is to save the rpt2k_KS-QOC_12-17-10.EXE file to the desktop.  Unzip the file on the desktop, then move the unzipped rpt2k_KS-QOC_12-17-10.mdb to the CDEMS folder.

· Alternatively, download the unzipped rpt2k_KS-QOC_12-17-10.mdb file to the CDEMS folder.

· The QOC Reports program does not overwrite your current CDEMS Reports program.  The old program can be archived.  If saved reports or lists need to be transferred to the new program, contact CDEMS Specialist Jackie Gianunzio – 916-817-1401 for assistance.
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Navigate to the CDEMS folder > right-click on rpt2k_KS-QOC_12-17-10.mdb file > click Send To > Desktop

2. Close the CDEMS file window and return to your desktop

3. Right-click on rpt2k_KS-QOC_12-17-10.mdb shortcut on the desktop > Rename > Type “CDEMS QOC Reports 12-17-10” to rename the icon.

4. Right-click on the Reports shortcut icon once more > Properties > select Shortcut tab > Change Icon > scroll to select CDEMS green tree icon > OK > Apply > Close

QOC Report Templates
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The QOC Reports program has all the reports and functions of the current CDEMS Reports program AND four summary report templates for the Kansas QOC projects and accompanying special measures queries.  These templates are located below CREATE-A-REPORT in the list of reports on the opening window

Templates for Diabetes, Prediabetes,  Hyperlipidemia, and Hypertension summaries match QOC reporting requirements and the KDHE measurement sets for each project.  Begin by entering the start and end dates for the reporting time period, click on the clinic name, then double-click on the report you wish to run.  A sample Diabetes QOC report template is shown below.  Click CALCULATE on the template to run the report.

Check out the Special Measures section of the report for analysis of complex BP ranges, female/male waist circumference targets, and visits without services.  

The Hyperlipidemia report takes the longest to run (4-5 min).  Ignore any “Not Responding” messages you may see at the top of the Access window, and let the report slowly compile.

You can, of course, create and save your own templates to study other aspects of the projects.  Do not change the QOC templates without guidance and be careful not to overwrite them by saving another report with the same name. 

CREATE-A-LIST is a great tool for troubleshooting questionable results or looking at patient level data for action.  
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
